CLASS “B”- FLAMMABLE LIQUIDS ( GAS, OIL, PAINT, THINNERS…ECT)

CLASS “C”- ELECTRICAL

CLASS “D”- METAL (MAGNESIUM, TITAINIUM… ECT)

THE “FIRE TRIANGLE” - THE 3 THINGS A FIRE NEEDS IN ORDER TO SUSTAIN A FLAME.

OXYGEN

FUEL

HEAT OR IGNITION

BY TAKING ONE OR MORE OF THESE ELEMENTS AWAY, A FIRE CAN NOT BURN!

THE “FIRE TETRAHEDRON” OR THE 4TH ELEMENT

CHEMICAL CHAIN REACTION- THIS CAN HAPPEN BY MIXING CHEMICALS TOGETHER. BY GETTING THE RIGHT COMBINATION, THE CHEMICALS CAN REACT WITH EACH OTHER AND WILL IN TURN CAUSE A HEAT BUILD UP RESULTING IN A FIRE.
